The sounds of construction vehicles have been replaced by cars, golf carts, and bikes 
outside the SeaScape Grande Manor House. The pools have been in full use as residents 
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and guests meet. The first on-site POA board meeting was held on Thursday, July 5th. 
This facility is more than we expected. 
 
Currently, there are six pieces of Cybex exercise machines along with free weights in the 
fitness room.

Marina POA Update – reported by Susan Shook 
 
Some big blue fish have been spotted in the marina. When we first heard the splash, we 
thought it might be the SeaScape manatee. He has visited us for the last two years and we 
hope to see him again this summer. If we do, remember it is illegal to feed, give water to 
or in any way interfere with manatees. One of the reasons for this law is that if manatees 
become too familiar with people then they may approach boats and could be injured.   
 
The Marina Board sponsored a Hurricane Preparedness Seminar on Friday, June 15th. 
Speakers included Mr. Randy Thompson, Executive Director of Brunswick County 
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Emergency Preparedness, Sergeant Joe Scoggins of the Brunswick County Sheriff’s 
Department, Dick Rismiller of the American Red Cross, and Tom Matheson, Warning 
Coordinator Meteorologist for NOAA.  
 
Each speaker presented a wealth of information on hurricane preparedness and assured us 
that Brunswick County was well prepared for emergencies, including hurricanes. One of 
the weaknesses that they are working to rectify is the ability to evacuate special needs 
people. Given the forecast for a heavy hurricane season, they reminded us of our 
individual responsibility to prepare by having a family disaster preparation plan.  Each 
speaker stressed the importance of having a weather alert radio and keeping it on at all 
times to be notified of severe weather events. 
 
Visit the Seascape web site for more information on hurricane preparedness. Three other 
web sites that provide useful information are: www.noaa.gov, www.weather.gov and 
www.redcross.org.  
 
The Red Cross site includes a “Safe and Well” status report. In the event of a disaster, 
communication can be difficult. You can notify your family in advance to check this site. 
Then if there is a hurricane warning, you can post your intentions on the web site, i.e. 
where you are evacuating or if you are staying in your house. You can update the site as 
your status changes. Sergeant Scoggins reminded us that none of our possessions is as 
important as our lives, and that safe guarding our lives by evacuating is often the 
common sense decision. 
 
Fishing from the West Wall and keeping crab pots in the marina provides a lot of fun and 
good eating for property owners. Please remember to be considerate of others and the 
walkways by thoroughly washing off the walkways after pulling your crab pot or having 
fish on the walkways. Not doing so stains the wood and is unsightly. Thank you for your 
cooperation. 
 
The Marina Executive Board will hold an open forum meeting on Monday July 30 at 
11:00 a.m. in the dining room of the new Grande Manor House. The board welcomes 
your input and feedback at all times. This meeting is a more formal process to comply 
with the North Carolina Planned Community Act.  
 
The second half marina assessments were mailed to all slip owners the end of May and 
were due July 1. Late fees apply to payments received after the due date.  If you have not 
as yet received your invoice, please contact our property management company, CAMS, 
at (910) 454-8787 or any Board member.  We appreciate the promptness with which most 
owners pay their assessments. Doing so keeps costs down by avoiding collection 
activities.

With the opening of the beautiful new SeaScape Grande Manor House a few House Rules 
are announced pending final approval of the SeaScape Rules & Regulations (R&R’s) that 
will be completed and presented to the Board for adoption within the next couple of 
weeks. 
  
My Committee has made every effort to try and capture the spirit of Mark’s remarks in 
developing our R&R’s:  
  

·  “I am pleased to share in the announcement and opening of The SeaScape™ 
Grande Manor House.  It is my hope The SeaScape™ Grande Manor House will 
exceed expectations and become the very heart of SeaScape™ as it provides 
neighbors and friends with a special enhancement to the already blessed lifestyle 
we all enjoy.  My sincere wish is for this newest amenity to provide abundant 
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pleasure to every SeaScape™ family for many generations to come. Mark 
Saunders, CEO, Coastal Communities”  

  
We have done an inordinate amount of research of the R&R governing similar facilities 
in Brunswick County and beyond, to include one of Mark’s “sister facilities” at River’s 
Edge.  We have endeavored to write a reasonable set of Rules benefiting from the 
Lessons Learned by similar facilities.  This will allow all of us to enjoy this facility for 
many years to come while helping to maintain the beauty of the facility without incurring 
any damage.  These four Rules have been approved by the Board and is Effective 
Immediately pending final release of the SS Grande Manor House R&R’s. 
  

·  The facility will be open daily from 5:00 AM until 12:00 PM midnight.  Your 
Access Card, when activated, will provide entry during those hours.  

  
·  The future R&R’s will consider the policy on individual use/reservation of the 

multi-purpose room and kitchen.   
  

·   The entire facility, including the outdoor pool deck area, is Non-Smoking.    
  

·  Drinking and eating in the pool areas (indoor and outdoor) are permitted.  No 
glass bottles/containers/dishes are allowed.  Drinking and eating, while in the 
pool, are not permitted.  

  
Your support in helping us follow these temporary rules will be deeply appreciated. 
  
 
Access & Safety Committee – reported by Jim Burns 
 
Just a reminder that the new SeaScape Vehicle Identification Stickers are to be on your 
windshields EFFECTIVE JULY 16TH. The new reflective stickers should be positioned 
on the outside of the windshield, on the driver’s side lower corner, just above the NC 
vehicle inspection sticker (or in a similar position if your vehicle is registered in another 
state). The reflective nature of these will allow you to see and identify SeaScape vehicles 
at night. Please remove and destroy all previous stickers. A few stickers are “in the mail” 
to some of the out–of-town homeowners. If you have not received your stickers, please 
contact me and I will make sure you receive them in a timely manner. 
 
Additionally, if you are having guests, we ask you to go to the SeaScape website and 
create a pass that is to be displayed on the guest’s dashboard during their time in our 
community. Log onto www.seascapepoa.com and click on the POA tab. Under 
description, you will find the template for the pass.  
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Facilities Committee – reported by Pat Loonam 
 
The Upper pond refurbishing is now complete with a final power washing of the interior 
and the carpet.   It is completely painted and the new screens are installed.  As time 
permits, and volunteers come forward, we will clean the furniture and teak oil the 
surfaces.  The next step will be replacing boards on the walkway and benches as required.  
Thank You to those who helped with this project:  Dennis Hoffacker, Peter Lewis, Paul 
Beiger, Bill Shook, Mike Dupre, Harry Cone, Jerry Sharoun, Lee Stead, Richard 
Williamson, and Dennis Scharf.  We are still working on the installation of lights and 
fans as well as repairing the pond well. 
  
Dennis Hoffacker and I met with the Project Managers of Hale Construction and Coastal 
Development as well as some of the vendors to identify location of and operation of the 
numerous automated an manual systems at the Grande Manor House.  Pat and Dennis are 
in the process of identifying as many switches and systems by "placarding" as necessary.

There are 6 items that we all need to be aware of until proper signage has been 
installed. 
                               
1. The 911 Telephones: The telephones at the indoor and outdoor pools are for 911 
CALLS ONLY.    If you pick it up to check the dial tone, it is recorded at the Brunswick 
County Police Dispatcher office and when you hang up it alerts that the caller hung up 
and the Sheriff is called out.  PLEASE DO NOT USE UNLESS IT IS AN EMERGENCY 
  
2. NO GLASS IN THE POOL AREAS:   If a glass or bottle is broken near the pools we 
have to drain the pool to ensure there are no slivers of glass as well as the hazard.  
Draining, cleaning and refilling the pools is a very lengthy and expensive process.   
  
3.   The Spa:   DO NOT Adjust the temperature on the SPA heaters and DO NOT touch 
the top of the units.  The unites are basically a propane torch and you will get seriously 
burned.  Please keep a close eye on children that get too close to them.  We are taking 
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steps to prevent anyone from accessing them, particularly small children.   These spas 
have very hot water and should not be considered ‘baby pools’ for small children. 
  
4. The Sauna:  DO NOT use SPA or POOL water in the SAUNA.  There is a 
clean water spigot near the 911 phone by the indoor pool. 
  
5.  Automated and Manual Systems: Please do not try out any systems or 
switches that are open to the public -- contact Pat or Dennis and we will be glad to 
explain operation of systems as necessary. 
                
6.  Electric Bills: We are paying a very large electric bill so please turn off lights as 
you leave rooms. 
 
Thank you for your cooperation - we don't want to see anyone injured. 
 
Landscaping Committee – reported by Grace Wrigley 
 
Over the past two months, many irrigation repairs have been made along SeaScape Blvd. 
(adjust and replace heads), the dock house (wiring, capping heads and moving heads due 
to handicap ramp installation), gate house (eliminate drip system) and the upper pond  
(wiring faults, install new heads).  Peter Lewis has documented the irrigation systems at 
the Upper Pond, Main Entrance and SeaScape Blvd.  
 
Five additional areas for irrigation have been evaluated: 

·  The two Marina turn-round areas - "architectural elements" on both of these are 
planned so irrigation of these areas will not be considered until all the work is 
completed.  

·  Maritime Way  - Pathways are planned for these islands so plans to irrigate these 
areas will not be considered until all the work is completed.   

·  The fourth area was the island at the intersection of Pompion and Augustine. We 
could not locate a water meter or an irrigation system on this island. The water 
company located a meter on the island at the corner of Beaufain and Pompion.   

·  Parrish Park – there is a sleeve from the island at Natchez under road to the park 
for water.  The back flow device that’s located in Parrish is damage.  It was 
decided that irrigation not be considered at this time since the park is not heavily 
used.   

 
SeaScape Blvd. center three islands were seeded and are now being mowed. The islands 
are now being irrigated twice a day. 
 
The current plan for the Lower Pond provided by Coastal is:  

-  The pond will be drained 
-  Vegetation will be cut 
-  Wells will be checked and repaired as necessary 
-  Contractor will add sealant to the ponds so that the water will be retained and   
not drain off 
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 Mark Saunders has approved the above and the funds have been allocated. 
 

Coastal provided a copy of the landscape plan for the Grande Manor House and will be 
providing an irrigation plan.  We will be working with PGM to determine the role of the 
POA in maintaining the area. PGM expects to have everything completed by the end of 
July. 
 
Ike Chappell and Mary Ellen Clagett are working on the Guidelines and Policies for 
adopting an island.  Ten islands have been identified for the initial program.   
 
Doris Guay and Harry Graham have developed bush-hogging program recommendations 
and a timeline for review by the board.  A preliminary review of the properties has been 
completed. A tree removal program will not be done this year. The 2007 target dates are:  
 
August ’07 – Finalize list of lots.  Email property owners mid-month about the bush 
hogging program and inform them that bills for the program will be sent out September 1 
and payment is due October 1 
 
September ’07 – Mail out letters explaining bush hogging program and bills 
 
October ’07 – October 1 – Bill should be paid 
                        October 15 – Start bush hogging 
 
November – Program completed by the end of the month. 
 
 
Phoenix Landscape Management Schedule for SeaScape - Starting July 9th, Phoenix will 
have a new schedule.  The crew of 4 (until September) will split up into 2 groups (2 in a 
group).  The plan is as follows: 
 
Monday - 1 - Main Entrance, drainage areas and details 

2 - Section 1 (South of SeaScape Blvd. and Lagare)  
Tuesday - 1- Beach House, Club House 
                 2- Section 2 (the western part of  SeaScape from Concordia at the North and  
                      Bocage at the south)  
Wednesday - 1 - Marina and Upper pond, details 
                      2 -Section 3 - North of SeaScape Blvd.   
Thursday - 1 - Entrance and SeaScape Blvd, sweep all roads. 
                  2 - Clean and sweep all sidewalks

SeaScape Sassy Sirens in their finest  A bountiful buffet luncheon 
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Mother Nature in SeaScape 
 
On Monday, June 25th, a box turtle ambled into the back yard of one of the residents and 
proceeded to find a suitable spot to lay her eggs. Female box turtles can spend five hours 
or more to dig a hole four inches deep. They usually lay three to four eggs before 
covering them. Turtles often have two hatches a year. The little ones should hatch in 65-
75 days. Hatchlings have a slow climb to the top of the soil, taking as long as a month. 
When they surface, they’ll be the size of a quarter. If they're hatched late in the year, 
they'll go directly into hibernation and won't come out until spring. Hatchlings born in 
August and September are usually about the size of a dime.

Red-Headed or a Red-Bellied Woodpecker – Which is Which? 
 
 

   
Red Headed Woodpecker   Red Bellied Woodpecker 

Red-headed Woodpecker 
Melanerpes erythrocephalus 
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Easily identified by its red head and white wing patches, this woodpecker is also the most 
adept at catching flying insects. It is one of only four woodpecker species known to cache 
food in the winter months and is the only known to cover food with bark and other wood. 
Historically a species with population fluctuations, it has experienced a 4.6% decline per 
year since 1980 due to habitat destruction and a milieu of other factors.  

Adult males and females are indistinguishable in the field and are easily identified by 
their red heads, necks, throats, and upper breasts. Their remaining underparts are white 
and their upperparts are mostly black with a blue or green iridescence. A large white 
patch on the wings is used to identify both adults and juveniles. Juvenile plumage most 
differs from adults on the head, neck, and upper breast with varying degrees of brown or 
red and white wing patch. Bill is white or gray. 

Not to be confused with the red-headed woodpecker, the Red-bellied Woodpecker, 
Melanerpes carolinus, is a medium-sized woodpecker of the Picidae family. 

Adults are mainly light grey on the face and underparts; they have black and white barred 
patterns on their back, wings and tail. Adult males have a red cap going from the bill to 
the nape; females have a red patch on the nape and another above the bill. The reddish 
tinge on the belly that gives the bird its name is difficult to see in field identification. 
They are 9 to 10.5 inches long, and have a wingspan of 15 to 18 inches. These birds 
search out insects on tree trunks. They may also catch insects in flight. They are 
omnivores, eating insects, fruits, nuts and seeds. 

Recipe of the Month 
 
Sandra Cromlish’s ORIENTAL SALAD 
Makes 6-8 Servings 
(from Belmont Central Elementary Cookbook—1995—submitted by Gwen Hall and 
Sheree Clusiau) 
 
DRESSING 
1 cup salad oil  
2 T. soy sauce (can use Lite soy sauce) 
¾ cup sugar or 3 T. Splenda 
½ cup vinegar  
 
NUT MIXTURE: 
½ cup butter or margarine (can use 2-3T. olive oil instead  
½ cup shelled sunflower seeds  
½ cup slivered almonds  
2 (3 OZ.) packages Ramen Noodles (Only add one pkg. of the seasoning that comes with 
Ramen noodles) 
 
CABBAGE MIXTURE: 
1 head cabbage or pre-packaged slaw mix  
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5 green onions  
 
Combine dressing ingredients in jar and shake; set aside. In medium saucepan, melt 
butter over medium heat; stir in sunflower seeds, almonds, and noodles. Cook, stirring 
often, until lightly browned; drain well on paper towels and set aside. Wash and slice 
cabbage into thin strips (shred). Chop white and ½ green portion of green onions. 
Combine cabbage and onion in large bowl. 
 
To serve, add dressing and nut mixture to cabbage.
